Call to Order/Roll Call
President Pro-Tem Peterson called the meeting to order at 6:42 p.m.  Secretary Pro-Tem Zeller recorded the minutes.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited and the following board members responded present:  Allen, Frank, Legendre, Peterson, Renner, Zeller, and Tingle. Administration present: Superintendent Hlafka.

Election of Board Officers (Two-Year Terms)

Election of Board President
President Pro-Tem Peterson opened nominations for the Office of President of the Board of Education for a two-year term.  Kim Peterson was nominated by Rita Zeller.

Motion by Zeller; seconded by Tingle; to close the nominations for the Office of President of the Board of Education for a two-year term with the only nominee being Kim Peterson and declare her elected by acclamation.  On roll call vote, members voting aye: Allen, Frank, Legendre, Tingle, Renner, Zeller, Peterson/nays none.  Motion carried.  Kim Peterson was elected President of the Board of Education.

Election of Board Vice-President
President Peterson opened nominations for the Office of Vice-President of the Board of Education for a two-year term.  Chris Tingle was nominated by Tom Allen.

New Business
Superintendent Hlafka suggested veteran Board Member, Tom Allen mentor newly seated Board Member, Ben Frank in accordance with Board Policy 2:120 & Board Exhibit 2:120-E.  He also informed President Peterson of an up coming New Board President Workshop and Board Member Frank of a New Board of Education Member Workshop.

General Discussion
Superintendent Hlafka announced we received a letter from Indiana Insurance noting the mine subsidence at A.R. Graiff.  Estimated existing damage claim is for $314,005.00, minus our deductibles, we received $290,038.00 (maximum claim allowance for mine subsidence is $350,000.00, which doesn’t roll over yearly).  Superintendent Hlafka posted the funds in the Building & Grounds fund.  Due to the mine subsidence A.R. Graiff is being monitored closely (currently structurally sound and safe for attendance), but A.R. Graiff may have to be closed in the future, because of structural damage and/or safety issues.  Also, he noted the lawsuit regarding the bad roofing shingles on the 2005 addition was resolved and we received approximately $8,000.00.  Superintendent Hlafka will report exact figures at the May 16, 2011 meeting.
